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        			, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of distribution of child sexual abuse material.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:
(1)	the defendant [distributes in this state] [advertises, promotes, solicits, or offers to distribute in this state] any material that visually  depicts actual or simulated [sexual penetration] [the lewd touching of another person's genitals, anus, or breast] [the lewd touching by another person of the child's genitals, anus, or breast] [masturbation] [bestiality] [lewd exhibition of the child's genitals] [sexual masochism or sadism];
(2)	the production of the material involved the use of a child under eighteen (18) years of age who engaged in the conduct or a depiction of a part of an actual child under 18 years of age, who, by manipulation, creation, or modification, appears to be engaged in the conduct; and  
(3)	the defendant knew that the child was under eighteen (18) years of age.
